A huge percentage of fights, conflicts, arguments, and other stressful encounters could be avoided if more people would learn to experience delayed reactions. A "delayed reaction" is simply an intentional hesitation that you make between the time something happens and the time you react.   41  
A delayed reaction is the opposite of a knee-jerk reaction. A knee-jerk reaction is like an automatic response. It’s an instant (usually negative) reaction to some type of stimulus. For example, someone calls you a name or criticizes you, and you immediately fly off the handle. ​​  42   Or you see your boyfriend talking to another girl and you freak out. The point is, it’s instant—almost as if something else has taken over. There is no space; just a quick reaction, usually ending up hurting you as well as everyone else involved.

With safari holidays an option for only the wealthiest of tourists, the wildlife spectacles of Africa are denied to the majority of Africans. Botswana-based Children in the Wilderness is working for more equal opportunity to visit the great reserves. Every year, the project takes over two luxury safari camps in the Okavango Delta—Wilderness Safari Parks and Ngamiland Adventure Safaris—and opens them up to disadvantaged kids. Groups of 20 children are flown to the camps for six days at a time, where they are given the opportunity to experience the wonders of the Delta. The kids often begin their safaris with a negative attitude to wildlife—“hardly surprising,”as Children in the Wilderness points out,“when their only encounter with wild animals is when crops are raided or destroyed, homes damaged or lives threatened.”Attitudes are typically very different at the end of the six days. The camps are a break from the harsh realities of everyday life in rural Botswana, where poverty and AIDS are rife. They are also a chance for children to make new friends and to gain an appreciation for the natural world. In some cases the camps have transformed lives: several children have been inspired to become conservationists and safari guides due to their experience in the Delta. To nurture such ambitions, and to build on the positive impact of the camps, project personnel pay regular follow-up visits to the kids within their own communities. Since its inception in 2001, the project has treated over 600 children to the experience of a lifetime.

As the winner of the 2007 Nobel Prize in Literature, Ms. Doris Lessing, the Persian -born, Rhodesian-raised and London-residing novelist, now 88, never finished high school and largely educated herself through voracious reading. She left home when she was 15, and in 1937 she moved to Salisbury (now Harare) in Southern Rhodesia, where she took jobs as a telephone operator and nursemaid. She married at 19 and had two children. A few years later, feeling imprisoned, she abandoned her family. She later married Gottfried Lessing, a central member of the Left Book Club, a left-wing organization, and they had a son. 
The 11th woman to win the Nobel Prize in Literature, Doris Lessing has written dozens of books of fiction, as well as plays, nonfiction and two volumes of autobiography. In her long and complex career, she wrote persuasively about politics, feminism, Communism and black-white relations in Africa. Her debut novel, published in Britain in 1949, was The Grass Is Singing, which chronicled the relationship between a white farmer’s wife and her black servant. In her earliest work Ms. Lessing drew upon her childhood experiences in colonial Rhodesia to write about the collision of white and black cultures and racial injustice. 
However, Lessing’s strongest legacy may be that she inspired a generation of feminists with her groundbreaking 1962 novel, The Golden Notebook. In its citation, the Swedish Academy said: "The burgeoning feminist movement saw it as a pioneering work, and it belongs to the handful of books that informed the 20th-century view of the male-female relationship." Ms. Lessing wrote candidly about the inner lives of women and rejected the notion that they should abandon their lives to marriage and children. When The Golden Notebook was first published in the United States, Ms. Lessing was still unknown. The people who read it were galvanized by it, and it made her a famous and best-selling writer in America. Jane Friedman, president and chief executive of HarperCollins, which has published Ms. Lessing in the United States and Britain for the last 20 years, said that "for women and for literature, Doris Lessing is a mother to us all."

Are you a LOHAS? LOHAS is an acronym for Lifestyles of Health and Sustainability. The LOHAS person is often referred to as a Cultural Creative, a term coined by Paul H. Ray and Ruth Anderson in The Cultural Creatives: How 50 Million People are Changing the World. These Cultural Creatives care deeply about the ecology, the planet, relationships, peace, and social justice. Their holistic world view is a belief in the interconnectedness of global economies, cultures, environments, and political systems, as well as the interconnectedness of mind, body, and spirit within individuals in order to achieve full human potential. Personal development is of utmost concern to the LOHAS. Spirituality is no longer relegated to the New Age periphery but has immigrated to the center. 
As opposed to a typical demographical group defined by age, income, or other definitive means, the LOHAS cut across those boundaries and are representative of more "higher-being" ideals. Their social consciousness, rather than their generation or socioeconomic status, defines these LOHAS people. The LOHAS person becomes one by feeling strongly about something and making his or her own conscious decision to act in a certain way. Thanks to this distinguished lifestyle, people with LOHAS tendency have thereby formed a unique consuming group. The LOHAS marketplace is labyrinthine, a complex structure of consumers who defy traditional socioeconomic and demographic categorization. What mostly meet the needs of the LOHAS consumers are the products and services delivering the ideas of health improvement, safeguarding ecosystems or reducing the use of natural resources. 
The LOHAS in general are iconoclasts and therefore don’t want to be classified; their intent is to go against the majority. This "DO NOT LABEL ME" characteristic accordingly affects their consuming behavior. They are the consumers who make informed decisions, the ones who read the labels well beyond the ingredient list. They always look for something more, such as a statement about the company that can be as simple as "Save the Planet." Because the LOHAS philosophy is about social consciousness, these consumers are searching for a product, company, or brand that fulfills their needs, and they actively seek more information about a company than simply perusing the product label. Such associations with sustainability, fair trade goods, or ethical practices are important factors in their choice of products. This can be accomplished either verbally or through an in-store survey. Once the LOHAS consumers are conscious of a company’s corporate philosophy, they are very likely to become brand aware and brand loyal.
